SAFETY  

Barry Heckenswieler 

 

Safety is and should be one of prime importance as we 

tow or drive our rigs.  We are careful hitching up, 

checking our lights and making sure everything is 

secure inside and out. 

 

Recently I received information from a friend that 

should be of prime importance. 

 

About a year ago he suspected that some of the welds 

on his hitch were failing.  Before taking a summer trip 

he checked again and found what looked like two welds 

in the back end of the truck had failed.  After crawling 

under the truck he discovered several severe weld 

failures and also a tear in the metal.  

 

 He reported it to the vehicle manufacturer (GM) as the 

hitch receiver was original equipment on the tow 

package.  GM did not stand by their piece of 

equipment.  The warranty on the vehicle (36,000 miles 

) was over by 7,000 miles.  However the extended 

warranty covered the replacement. 

   

With the recommendation of a local RV service center 

a call was made to the National Transportation Safety 

Board.  It was also reported to www.safercar.gov a web 

site that tracks vehicle safety problems. 

 

All hitches need regular and careful checks from the 

front to the back end of the tow vehicle and also 

underneath.  Just one more thing to put on your to do 

Safety list.

Very tough to do in a 

trailer & awful high in a coach. 2. It works on grease, 

fabric, wood, and electrical fires. 3. No need to shake or 

prime the can and can be used in any position. 4. Just 

throw away when used- no need to get refilled. 5. 

NON-TOXIC ïeasy cleanup ï just wipe with a damp 

cloth. A regular extinguisher really contaminates you 

rig.  5.Four times longer spray time ï up to 32 seconds 

compared to the 8 seconds in that little thing in your rig. 

7. Price ï under $20 ï  you can get a 2 pack from 

COSTCO for $20!  

 OK ,   So if this is so great what are the 

negatives?  1. It has a limited life ï somewhere around

present fire extinguisher ï laws have not kept up with 

the technology so you still need to keep your present 

extinguisher charged and rotated. These appear to be 

the only negatives so overall itôs a great buy for your 

rig and anywhere else fire presents a danger. Remember 

there is no substitute for exercising caution with fire. 

Always practice safe fire procedures and work on an 

evacuation plan for your rig  - you life is on the line. 

Seriously, I feel a pack of Tundra First Alert fire 

extinguishers should be in every rig and would make a 

great gift  for any occasion .
